2 Peter 3:9

“The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to usward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.”
This verse has been used by many as a proof text that the God does not desire (i.e., is not willing) that anyone perish and, therefore, He could not have foreordained or predestined anyone to Hell. In this interpretation, the “any” and “all” are inclusive (that is, all humanity). However, the context does not support that understanding. The context supports an exclusive (elect only) understanding.  
The context of the passage is that false teachers are going mock Christians because the Lord promised to return and he has not returned.  But, Peter says the Lord is longsuffering and is not willing (some translations use “wishing”) that any should perish but all come to repentance. The key to correctly determining whether the “any” and “all” are inclusive or exclusive rests in the word “usward.” Peter is addressing believers. He also refers to them later as “beloved.” The proper meaning of the verse is that the Lord will not return until the last elect soul comes to the Lord (either by repentance and faith or by dying in infancy.) The “willing” spoken of in 2Peter 3:9 is God’s will of purpose (or decretive will). It is the unchangeable, eternal will of God. It must come to pass.
Isa 46:10 Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure:

11 Calling a ravenous bird from the east, the man that executeth my counsel from a far country: yea, I have spoken it, I will also bring it to pass; I have purposed it, I will also do it.
If it is His will that not any should perish and all come to repentance in the sense of all humanity without exception, then God’s will has failed to come to pass. “Thou will say then unto me, Why doth He yet find fault? For who hath resisted His will?” Clearly, 2Peter 3:9 applies to only those souls that God has purposed to save, the elect.  
The passage does not teach that it is the Lord’s desire that all people be saved. It is true that He takes no pleasure in the punishment of the wicked, but that is not the same as desiring all people to be saved. It is true that God has commanded all men everywhere to repent because they are sinners, but that is not the same as desiring all people to be saved.
